COMPETITION
On Saturday, March 20, MSHRC will hold its annual Memorial Hunt Test on Tim and Lisa Nichols’ farm near Olive Branch, MS.  Everyone is invited. We encourage you to bring friends and family.  This is a fun event and an excellent introduction to the sport.  This is a lovely spot to spend a cool fall day. Lunch will be provided.  (Please bring your own beverages.)

Trophies will be awarded to the top three finishers in each stake.  The first place finishers will also receive a special traveling trophy.  Ribbons will be given to all qualifiers. Mallards will be used; every dog will have a “shot flyer”. 

SPECIAL MEMORIAL HUNT TEST RULES
The Memorial Hunt Test is a competitive event governed on the same basis as an AKC Hunt Test.  The dogs are judged on the same standard as an AKC licensed hunt test, but there will be a ranking of scores with trophies given to the top three dogs in each stake.  

The exceptions to the AKC rules are as follows:

· Any dog, whether registered with AKC or not, may be entered.

· Professional handlers are welcome to run as many dogs as they like; however, only dogs handled by their owners or amateur handlers will be considered for placements.

· Dogs who have not received a qualifying score in the next higher stake may run in a lower stake.  (Example: A dog that has a Senior title and has run in a Master test, but not received a qualifying score in a Master test, may run in both Master and Senior tests at Memorial HT.)

· Dogs are welcome to run in more than one stake (in accordance with the above rule), but are only considered in contention for the trophies in the lower stake entered.  (Example:  A dog can run in both the Senior and Junior stakes, but will only be eligible for a placement in the Junior.  The dog may receive a qualifying ribbon in the Senior.

· A handler may use this event as a training opportunity and use training aids otherwise prohibited by the AKC Rules.  However, the use of these training aids prohibits the dog from qualifying in any stake in which it is entered.

Entry fee is $25 per dog per stake.
